
 
cabernet sauvignon . arger-martucci . 04 . the 2004 odyssey is 
composed of 49% cabernet sauvignon, 35% merlot, 15% cabernet 
franc and 1% petite verdot.  aged for 22 months in predominately 
french and hungarian oak, the flavors in this wine showcase a virtual 
spice rack of cinnamon and nutmeg with the predominant black cherry 
and chocolate overtones that are characteristic of our cabernet 
varietals from atlas peak.     $44 
 
cabernet blend . owen roe . 07 . yakima valley . the bright berry merlot 
and fragrant notes of cabernet-franc are wonderfully framed by the 
structure and acidity of the cabernet sauvignon, creating a beautiful 
mouth filling and deeply aromatic wine.   $42 
 
cabernet sauvignon . corte riva . 04 .  napa valley . full bodied, yet 
elegant and refined. intense nose of blackberry and black cherry, dark 
chocolate and sweet integrated oak. the flavors continue through the 
mid-palate with the addition of spice and fine soft tannin. $40    
 
cabernet sauvignon . korbin kameron . 04 .  sonoma valley . classic 
cabernet with well integrated aromas of strawberry preserves, dried 
orange peel, violets, and a bit of a brambly character.  rich fruit on the 
palate lingers through the finish with a nice balance of toast and spice 
from the oak.  the structure and balance is definitely cabernet, and the 
elegance this wine shows is an attribute of this wonderful vineyard site.

cabernet sauvignon . broadside . 07 . paso robles . made with a native 
yeast fermentation and almost no new oak, this cab is full of fresh 
brambly berries, juniper and a pencil-lead bite atop dense tannins. an 
energetic single-vineyard cabernet with no fat.  $20  
               
cabernet sauvignon . ancient peaks . 07 . paso robles . toasty aromas 
of plum, black cherry and vanilla with a hint of white chocolate. broad, 
jammy flavors of cassis and blackberry anticipate accents of anise and 
mint. fine tannins are integrated into a firm, structured finish. $16 
                                                                  
cabernet sauvignon . grayson . 08 . california . dark color with deep, 
rich aromas of ripe, dark cherries, blackberries and hints of black 
pepper. this full bodied wine provides a round mouth feel with a long, 
lingering finish of hints of toasted french oak.  $12 
 
gsm . adelaida . 06 . paso robles . though “GSM” is the more 
recognized name, this wine is technically an “MSG”, referring to the 
dominance of mourvedre, followed by syrah and grenache. It 
emphasizes a meaty, fine leather aromatic, with a lively cool climate 
blueberry fruit character, leading to a complex finish of white pepper 
and fine havana cigar wrapper.    $21 
 
pinot noir . morgan . 07 . santa lucia highlands . the color is deep 
ruby-red in the glass. the nose has red cherry, raspberry, dried fig, 
cloves, rose pedals and leather. minerals, cranberry, black currant and 
cherry cola come through on the palate, spice and earth notes add

pinot noir . scherrer . 06 . sonoma county . nice, red fruits, slightly 
savory and mouth-watering, this wine shows an apparent roundness 
and appealing texture.    $34                    
 
pinot noir . spy valley . 07 . marlborough   this pinot has a medium red 
hue with hints of perfume and flowers.  rich plummy fruit and dark 
chocolate come through the nose. generous weight adds complexity 
and fine firm tannins contribute a supple, velvety finish.    $28 
 
pinot noir . owen roe’s sharecropper . 08 . oregon . well balanced with 
a lovely plush texture and deep rich flavors of red cherries, cola, and 
coffee.

pinot noir . stoller . 07 . oregon . earth, spice, red cherry and 
strawberry on the aromatics carry through to the palate and a spicy 
finish.  this pinot was blended to be approachable and balanced while 
showcasing the elegance of the stoller site.   $24   
 
pinot noir . cazar . 08 . russian river valley . a second label to 
chasseur, this russian river beauty expresses bright flavors but 
remaining elegant.  orange peel, cranberry, and spice jump out of the 
glass and hit the nose as a sweet spice and deep red fruit hit the palate 
all the while staying away from being a fruit bomb.  $23   
                                            
pinot noir . o’reillys . 08 . oregon . deep ruby color. amazing nose of 
crushed berries with a lovely rose accent and some subtle oak toast in 
the background. light in style and soft in texture. the perfect summer

pinot noir . cooralook . 08 . australia . surprisingly light bodied but 
dripping with bright fruit, light red hot cinnamon spice tones and fine 
nuanced underbrush notes, this is not complicated but that is it's 
strength. it's a fresh, fragrant wine that's soft and easy to drink yet with

zinfandel . ridge . 07 . paso robles . this zin is fairly soft, with ripe plum 
flavors but a nice little bite of acidity on the finish suggesting a good 
food match.      $30 
 
zinfandel . carol shelton . 06 . rancho cucamonga valley . bright 
pomegranate-wild cherry fruit, brown sugary-caramel oak with fragrant 
chinese 5-spice. a bit young and chewy, yet quite drinkable now. $21   
 
zinfandel . hatcher . 06 . calaveras county . aromas of smoky 
raspberry and plum are brought out by the new american oak barrels 
used on this familiar estate zin. the consistency of this vineyard shows 
fruit and spice, medium body, and a blackberry, brambly with a long 
finish.      $18 
 
zinfandel . dry creek vineyard . 07 . sonoma county . aromas of 
blueberry and raspberry are framed by notes of white pepper and 
chocolate. on the palate, an abundance of fresh berry fruit mingle with 
dollops of creamy oak. the tannins are re ned and smooth, giving this 
wine a long and satisfying  nish.    $15 
 
zinfandel . four vines . 07 . california .  on the nose the wine has layers 
of berry fruit and anise aromas with hints of spice. on the palate, 
blackberry and spicy plum fruit with a rich mouth feel trailing to a 
velvety toasted oak finish.    $12                       
  
malbec . andeluna . 08 . mendoza, argentina. great body with 
roundness and elegance. intense aromas of ripe plum, red currant, 
blackberry, cherry and vanilla with notes of raspberry, chocolate and 
coffee combine with lush flavors of black currant and caramel to 
complement the sweet tannins and produce an exceptional wine with 
intense fruit notes and a long finish.

merlot blend . hedges . 06 . washington . aromas of dark cherry, 
cassis, with hints of tar, tobacco, and sweet vanilla toast.  black cherry 
and blackberry fruit continue on the palate with dried herbs and 
licorice.  a nicely balanced wine with enough acidity and tannins for 
extended longevity.     $24                      
 
barbera . hatcher . 07 . sierra foothills . lovely aromas of rosewood, 
clove, and blueberry. bright acidity comes through with flavors of
